The City of Sherwood Planning Commission met for their regular scheduled
meeting on May 13, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. at 2201 East Kiehl Avenue,
Sherwood, Arkansas.

Chairman Gillham called the meeting to order.

Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular
meeting on April 08, 2014. Commissioner Penny seconded the motion. The
roll call vote was unanimous to approve the minutes.

A Preliminary Plat for Creekside Addition Phase 5. Thomas
Engineering, Agent. John Pownall was present to discuss his request. Staff
Comments: City Planner, Dwight Pattison stated that he had some questions
about easements on the property. Mr. Pownall stated that those easements
are for drainage and some sewer. Mr. Pattison stated that he recommended
for approval. City Engineer, Ellen Norvell stated that all of her comments
had been addressed and she recommended for approval. Commissioner
Penny made a motion to approve the Preliminary Plat for Creekside
Addition Phase 5. Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion. The roll call
vote was unanimous to approve the Preliminary Plat.



A Preliminary Plat for Deer Creek Subdivision Phase II. Clayton
Engineering, Agent. Michael Clayton was present to discuss his request.
Staff Comments: City Engineer, Ellen Norvell stated that there needs to be a
waiver request due to the length of the cul-de-sac because it is over 750 ft.
She said that there is a road from the existing subdivision, King Place Road,
that she has concerns about regarding future extension. Michael Clayton
stated that it was a tough piece of property to maneuver a cul-de-sac into
because of the ridge and wanting to keep the appropriate grade on the road.
Mrs. Norvell stated that the cul-de-sac was necessary because city trash
trucks and emergency services need a space to turn around. Mrs. Norvell
says that she would like to see a permanent cul-de-sac rather than a
temporary one. Chairman Gillham inquired about the usage of Tract A that
was indicated on the Plat. Mr. Clayton said that their plans for Tract A were
to dedicate it to the City for a park area because it is in the flood plain and
not good for residential development. Mr. Pattison stated the cul-de-sac
would require a street waiver. He also suggested to Mr. Clayton that they
run a T shaped road through Tract A to connect the roads for future use. He
said that Mr. Clayton could dedicate it as a 50ft right-of-way to the City for
the street to extend. Mrs. Norvell stated that the cul-de-sac didn’t have to be
a formal Variance just a Waiver to the subdivision standards because of the
length. Mrs. Norvell said that the motion should be to approve the
subdivision plat as submitted with the waiver for the long cul-de-sac and
platting a road right-of-way through Tract A. Commissioner Penny made a
motion to approve the Preliminary Plat for Deer Creek Subdivision Phase I
as submitted with a waiver for the long cul-de-sac and platting a road right-
of-way through Tract A. Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion. The
roll call vote was unanimous to approve the Preliminary Plat for Deer Creek
Subdivision Phase II.

A Preliminary Plat for Lot 1 Engel Addition. Marlar Engineering,
Agent. Staff Comments: City Engineer, Ellen Norvell said that it is an odd
shaped lot but it does meet all of the city requirements and she
recommended for approval. City Planner, Dwight Pattison recommended
full approval as submitted. Commissioner Phillips made a motion to
approve the Preliminary Plat for Lot 1 Engel Addition. Commissioner Miller
seconded the motion. The roll call vote was unanimous to approve the
Preliminary Plat.

A Replat and street waiver for Lot 1R, WBR Addition. White Daters
and Associates, Agent. Joe White was present to discuss his request. Staff



Comments: City Planner, Dwight Pattison said that he his concern was the
lot has two types of zoning, C3 on the North and C4 on the South. He said
that it would be hard to manage and enforce the two separate zoning
requirements. He is very concerned because C4 allows for open storage.
Mr. Pattison stated that he recommended to zone it all to C4. City Engineer,
Ellen Norvell stated that when they approached her, it was presented for
parking lot use. That was one of the reasons that she wants to keep it C3
because she doesn’t want it to all be C4 abutting the residential area. She
also said that we have requirements that the parking lot has to be on the
same lot as the structure so they had to replat it to allow for that. They are
only adding the parking lot to expand parking for their office staff not
expand the car lot. Chairman Gillham noted that there is a lot of trees and
foliage on the north side that has grown up. He recommended using at least
10ft of that as a natural landscape buffer. Mrs. Norvell stated that they could
use the existing landscaping. Mr. White stated that he had no problem with
leaving that landscaping as a buffer. He also stated that their only intention
was to use the parking lot as additional space for their office staff to park.
Commissioner Gillham stated that they should leave 15ft of the existing
landscape buffer in place as their screening. Mrs. Norvell stated that she
recommended for approval. Commissioner Penny made a motion to approve
the Replat and street waiver for Lot 1R, WBR Addition to include a 15ft
undisturbed landscape buffer requirement on the North edge of the property.
Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion. The roll call vote was
unanimous to approve the Replat.

City Engineer, Ellen Norvell brought up a concern regarding our current
Accessory Structure Ordinance. She stated that due to the recent storms we
have had, we’ve had a lot of citizens requesting storm shelters. She said that
at one time they were covered in our Zoning Regulation as accessory
structures but when we made changes, we did not mention them. She would
like to know from the Planning Commission if they intend for the square
footage of a storm shelter to be included in the total square footage of what
is currently allowed within our Accessory Structure Ordinance. She said we
will require them to meet safe room standards and the current setback
requirements. All of the Commissioners present agreed that it should be
excluded. Chairman Gillham said that we should do a formal ordinance
change through the City Council. City Attorney, Steve Cobb stated that it
would cause a delay for the citizens now. Mrs. Norvell stated that the
Planning Commission has the authority to make that determination.
Chairmen Gillham stated that we should operate with the storm shelter



square footage excluded from the current accessory structure requirement
until we get a formal ordinance change.

There being no further business, Commissioner Penny made a motion to

adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion. The roll
call vote was unanimous to adjourn.
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
